Expenses for travelling were more than
10,000 Bahts, most of their activities during Buriram
visit were taking photographs, the most place for
tourists was Phanom Rung Historical Park and silk
was chosen as their souvenirs. The cultural tourist
searched for their tourist information from internet.

2. The most important physical motivation
was need to rest. The most attraction attitudes were;
providing of food and drink shops with good hygiene
and reasonable price, convenient travelling. The push
factor with the most influence on tourist visits was
fondness on local culture while the pull factor was
interest tourist attractions.
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
