Students at Demonstration School of

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to develop
Dramatic Arts teaching by using lesson study and Open
approach of grade 6 students. The target groups were
grade 6 (Unit F) students, studying in the second
semester of the academic year 2018 at Demonstration
School of Khon Kaen University primary level. The

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Integrating Cooperative Language Learning into ESL
Process Writing

ABSTRACT

Academic writing is considered as one of the most
challenging skills for Bhutanese school students who take
English as a second language (ESL). Academic writing
ability is a mandatory skill for all the students in Bhutan.
Consequently, many teaching strategies have been
implemented to improve students writing skill. Since
2015 the Ministry of Education Royal Government of
Bhutan has introduced the use of cooperative language
learning (CLL) to improve language teaching and learning.
Despite the continued effort to improve students writing
skill, their writing proficiency is still considered at poor
level. The factors contribute to this poor proficiency
result are teachers, students, and the system. This study,
therefore, attempts to reintroduce the use of CLL
strategies with the use of think pair share and group
investigation to enhance students’ English writing skill.
There were two main aims of this study: 1) to examine
the impact of the integration of CLL into L2 writing on
students’ writing skill, and 2) to identify student’s
perceptions towards the integration of CLL into L2
writing practice. The study involves 40 ESL students from
12th grade. The implementation of CLL integrated into
ESL writing and data collection took six hours in four
weeks. The multiple drafts of students writing were used
as research tools. The questionnaires and semi-structured
interview were used for student’s perception towards the
practice of CLL in ESL writing classes.

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Comparative Higher Education: Challenges and
Possibilities of Higher Education in Thailand and
Vietnam in the 21°' Century

ABSTRACT

This study aims to identify similarities and differences
by comparing Thai and Vietnamese higher education. Since
Vietnam is as neighboring countries and partners in
Association of Southeast Asia Nations (ASEAN). Higher
education systems, policies, backgrounds, objectives and
numbers of higher education institutions and students in
Thailand and Vietnam are compared. It also highlights
current trends and issues, that have an impact on higher
education curriculum and instruction as a result of
globalization, along with political, economic, and sociocultural
factors at national and regional levels. Finally, changes and
possibilities of higher education teaching and learning in the
21" century are also discussed.

The finding shows that the higher education in
Vietnam was mainly based on “Comprehensive Reform
of Higher Education in Vietnam” which seeks to advance
human capital development to achieve the goals of the
country’s industrialization in a global environment by
boosting enrolments, improving teaching quality, and
modernize higher education. Considering the shared beliefs
about higher education for labor force development, Thai
and Vietnam are working on improving curriculum to connect
the gap between academic and professional achievement,
as well as internationalizing higher education.

ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to (1) investigate
the sixth grade students' reading comprehension skill at
Demonstration School of Khon Kaen University Primary
Level (Suksasart) by using Murdoch Integrated approach
(MIA) with the condition that at least 70 percent of the
students must gain at least 70 percent of the reading
comprehension test scores and (2) investigate the
satisfaction of the sixth grade students at Demonstration
School of Khon Kaen University Primary level (Suksasart)
towards Murdoch Integrated approach (MIA). The target
group was 40 students from Unit F2 group 2, studying in
the second semester of academic year of 2018. This
research was conducted through format of one
experimental group which needed the post-study
measurement. The students participated in learning
activities for enhancing reading comprehension skill using
Murdoch Integrated approach (MIA). Research instruments
consisted of each 100 minutes length of 4 lesson plans
(2 periods per a lesson) and the satisfaction questionnaire
towards Murdoch Integrated approach (MIA).
