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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to survey the opinions on recognizing the policy called
“5 Saving Ramparts”, which was the project of protecting and solving drug problems according to the strategy,
2) to survey people’s satisfaction of the results of protecting and solving drug problems in villages/communities
of government sectors and 3) to survey the opinions on acceptance of society and community to drug addicts

after getting treatment.

To be related to the purposes, the research methodology was composed of survey research and
quantitative methodology. Regarding the evaluation and assessment, the target sample of populations, sample
specification, sample selection from lower northeastern area and the data collection were analyzed according
to the survey research by sticking to the principles of comparative logic, concept, theory and the related

research.

The results of this research

With reference to the recognition of the policy called “5 Saving Ramparts” and the project of
protecting and solving drug problems according to the strategy, they were in half used to recognize the
strategy at the percentage of 51.0%. About the sources of recognizing the policy they almost in half heard
from the community leaders at the percentage of 29.0%. About the understanding of strategic components of 5
ramparts in protecting drugs, they almost in half knew about the family ramparts at the percentage of 30.6%.
About the activity process according to the strategy of 5 ramparts in protecting drugs, they almost in half knew
about the activities of sports field, music stage, youth’s creative stage at the percentage of 91.4%. The most
activities recognized and satisfied were property seizure of drug illegality and the satisfaction of gathering the
family after training the relationship activity, contacting and using the helping network.

The satisfaction of government’s strategy of 5 saving ramparts as a whole was almost in half at the
moderate level (45.3%). Accepting drug addicts after getting treatment was mostly seen or heard via various
media. When family or people in the community kept taking care of them, they might give up using drugs. This
was at the percentage of 37.7%. Giving drug addicts a chance after getting treatment was at the moderate
level (42.1%). The serious situations of drug problems in community (August-September 2009) were at the
moderate level (29.9%). The comparison (October 2008-February 2009 and March 2009-September 2009) of
opinions on seriousness of drug problems in community as a whole increased at the percentage of 34.4%. The
satisfaction of government officials’ duty of suppressing drug dealers was as a whole at the moderate level
(41.0%). The satisfaction of government officials’ duty of treating drug addicts was as a whole at the moderate
level (42.1%) and the satisfaction of government officials’ duty of protecting youths from taking drugs was as a
whole at the higher level (44.1%).

The testing of difference between the community properties in the areas of municipality, local villages

and border villages, age, occupation, education level and incomes and drug situations and satisfaction of



government’s duty was different at statistic significance by using F-test. This indicated that the community
properties in staying in town area, general local area and border area had opinions on drug situations and
satisfaction of government officials’ duty at statistically significant difference.

The results of testing by using T-test and F-test to find the difference between the community
properties ( in the areas of town-, locality-border locality) gender, age, occupation, education level, incomes,
the period of time in staying in the survey area and the accepting the drug addicts and the satisfaction of
government officials’ duty were found that there was no difference between male and female who accepted the
drug addicts after getting treatment.

There was difference between the period of time in staying and accepting drug addicts after getting
treatment and coming back to the community. It was found that those who stayed in the community more than 6
months would prefer accepting drug addicts after getting treatment ( Ol=.01) . The female felt that drug
situations were more serious than male including the satisfaction of treatment government officials’ duty
(0L=.01) and were more satisfied than male about government officials’ duty of protecting youths from taking
drugs as a whole (Ol=.05) including the satisfaction of protecting and solving drug problems in education
places of community(OL=.05). The satisfaction of government officials in protecting and solving drug problems

were as a whole (0L=.01).
